Task Forces & Technical Meetings, Winter 2011-2012
Updated December 5, 2011 – updates in RED

Recycled Asphalt Shingles (RAS):  
The Task Force met on 11-16 and discussed a) asbestos testing from an accredited lab, b) contractor certification that sampling came from material being used, and c) effective binder replacement calculation.  A revised spec. will be developed and submitted for review.  Chairman: Jim Zufall – CDOT; Tom Peterson – CAPA

Thin Lift (Grading ST) Mixes:  
A one time meeting was held on November 16 to discuss mix standards for the use of “fines” type mix. It was agreed to clarify the use of a SX (3/8”) NMAS and to develop a project special provision on a specialty mix for miscellaneous applications (eg. Such as filling rumble strips).  CDOT will develop a proposed project special and technical guidance on the use of the SX (3/8”) NMAS.

Warm Mix Approval Non Standard Mixes:
A follow-up meeting is planned of the Task Force to discuss 2011 lessons learned and clarifications needed to CP 59.  CDOT requested additional project specific information concerning performance from the foaming technology suppliers to lift the 5000 ton maximum specification.

CP 52 Mix Design Process:
A new Task Force is being established to update CP 52 to ensure that the mix design criteria is keeping pace with changes in HMA production and technology.  Key issues include RAP, NSM, CP-59, and RAS.
Chairman:  Craig Wieden – CDOT; Jarrett Welch – Brannan Sand & Gravel; The task force discussed the method to calculate VCA. It was determined the optimum Binder method would be used to be consistent with NCAT and NAPA. The task force agreed on language to be included concerning WMA. This language will be the same language at is to be included in CP-59. 
Meeting Date/Time:  Next Meeting will be after the RAS task force meets again to discuss the items sent back to them.  


Compaction Temperature Restrictions:  
A one time meeting is planned to discuss potential revisions to specifications regarding compaction temperature restrictions.  With new roller technology, industry is requesting greater flexibility. Several sections of the pre-pave meeting agenda and the specifications were altered to discuss the minimum compaction temperatures of 230 for SMA and 185 for dense graded mixtures (Section 401-17)  The wording added to the specification and prepave meeting agenda is as follows “If the Contractor anticipates the need to place asphalt materials at temperatures below those specified in Section 401.17, they shall demonstrate the ability to attain compaction at lower temperatures, without damaging the mat. The QA and QC Infrared Temperature Guns shall be correlated to a mix of known temperature. For Warm Mix Asphalt compaction requirements shall comply with CP59 requirements.”

Pre-Pave Meeting Update:
[bookmark: _GoBack]This effort will focus on updating the pre pave meeting agenda guideline.  Issues to be discussed include test turnaround time, project start up, check testing, etc. Several sections of the pre-pave meeting agenda and the specifications were altered to discuss the minimum compaction temperatures of 230 for SMA and 185 for dense graded mixtures. Wording was altered to state “After production paving work has begun, a new Roller Pattern shall be demonstrated when a change in the compaction process is implemented” (Section 401-17). Section IX of the QC-QA Conference was altered for lottman Retesting #2 was deleted which referred to cores. The escalation process was discussed and a list will be created at the pre-pave meeting in section II A and B. Section II, C added information clarifying Turnaround time of QA and QC test results.

1. Final test results shall be distributed immediately upon completion.

A third party will be identified for smoothness determination in the event of a dispute

The specification will allow for a third party dispute contractor to be added at the pre-pave meeting. Several minor procedural items were chaged as well. Discussion about moving to IRI Individual lane profiling. Removal of Urban % improvement category. The new specification in urban areas will require contractors to make no worse when working in these areas. CDOT will draft wording. Speed drops or increases was discussed. CDOT held to the 5mph ± and would not entertain any other alterations.   Meeting held on November 10
