This effort would examine the full set of Superpave consensus and source aggregate requirements as described in AASHTO MP-2 and the Asphalt Institute SP-2.  After Superpave, follow-up national research has been completed in NCHRP Report 405 and soon to be completed Project No. 04-19(02) and Project No. 9-35.  These requirements would be compared to the current CDOT specifications to identify areas for improvement.  This would impact Standard Specification 703.04.
Key Issues:
Magnesium sulfate soundness and Micro Deval are possible tests to identify friable aggregates.  Sand equivalent and methylene blue are possible tests to identify excessive clay content.  Aggregate stockpile quality control requirements and acceptable HMA Rice changes should be evaluated.  Central Lab one-point checks and Euro Lab checks on mix designs should be evaluated.  CoreLOC has improved and should be re-evaluated.
