This meeting was to determine where the committee was with regards to past issues and to determine what work still needed to be done.

1. The committee decided that based on current and performance of the Micro-Deval on projects that the spec should be fully implemented for the 2007 construction season.  Mike Gallegos and Kim Gilbert will compile draft changes in all related documentation to reflect this and present it to the committee at the next meeting.
2. The committee agreed that CP-L 4211 needed to be changed to address gradings of smaller aggregate mixes.  Mike Gallegos and Kim Gilbert will draft these changes and present them to the committee at the next meeting.

3. The committee agreed that the schedule of testing for Micro-Deval needed to be changed to address projects with 10,000 tons or less.  It was the committee’s opinion that projects with less than 10,000 tons should be considered small quantity and should not be tested.  Project over 10,000 should be tested like before with one test per 10,000 tons and a minimum of five tests for any project over 10,000 tons.  Kim Gilbert will draft this change and present it to the committee at the next meeting.

4. The committee agreed that Revision of Section 703  -  Aggregate for Plant Mix Pavements  -  Subsection 703.04  -  Table 703-3C Aggregate Degradation by Abrasion in the Micro-Deval CP-L 4211 may need revised based on current data.  Mike Gallegos, Kim Gilbert and Tim Kowalski will compile data from Colorado, other states and Canada and present it to the committee at the next meeting.

5. With the possibility of revising the above spec the committee agreed that it would be appropriate to look at the current disincentive and possible incentives based on Revision of Section 703 above.  Glenn Frieler and Eric West will research how other properties address incentive and disincentive that are similar and how they could be applied to this spec.
6. The committee agreed to look into a specification that would require aggregate testing or mix re-verification when the Specific Gravity changes.  Eric West, Rex Goodrich, Kim Gilbert and Steve Gonser will discuss the problem and carry the issue at the next meeting.

The next meeting date will be scheduled soon.  Every effort will be made to hold the meeting in a place with video conferencing.  This is to accommodate our members from the West slope.  Please send comments, changes and additions to Glenn Frieler for incorporation and distribution to the committee.
