Discussion Items:
· Tim Aschenbrener provided an update on a national survey he performed regarding moisture susceptibility testing.  Three questions were asked in the survey regarding requirements for anti-strip treatments, testing requirements for moisture susceptibility, and how many agencies are performing research in this area.  Of the 55 respondents, 82% require some additive for anti-strip, whether it is lime or liquid anti-strip.  Eighty-seven percent of the respondents test for moisture susceptibility, the majority using a tensile test similar to AASHTO T-283.  Of the states that do test, 62% require it only in the mix design phase, while 38% have both mix design and production requirements.  Twenty percent of the respondents are currently performing some form of research on moisture sensitivity.

· Tim Aschenbrener also provided an update on an upcoming national workshop in California regarding moisture sensitivity, as well as an update on the NCHRP Environmental Conditioning System study.

· Kim Gilbert and Mike Cassidy discussed some recent changes to the AASHTO procedure regarding the target specimen air void content and loading strips.  The group agreed CDOT should incorporate these changes in the CDOT procedure. 

· The group discussed the future direction of the task force.  Consensus was reached that the group had accomplished its immediate short-term goals and should disband.   When some of the national research has been completed, a new task force can be formed if necessary.

Action Items:
· Kim Gilbert will incorporate the AASHTO procedure modifications in CDOT’s test procedure.  These changes will be presented to the Flexible Pavement Operators Group for ratification and then forwarded to the Materials Advisory Committee for their consideration.
