Reclaimed Asphalt Pavement (RAP)

Task Force

Meeting Notes

June 19, 2003

A meeting of the RAP task force was held at the CDOT lab conference room.  In attendance were: Bill Schiebel (CDOT) Co-Chair, Denis Donnelly (CAPA) Co-Chair, Dick Hines, (CDOT), Rich Zamora (CDOT, R-2), John Cheever (Aggregate Industries), Gordon Peterson (Kiewit-Western), Dan Quire (Lafarge), and Jack Fockler (Lafarge).  The attached agenda along with the May 23, 2000 version of REVISION OF SECTION 401 were the meeting reference materials.

The following are key points agreed upon at the meeting:

· The CDOT Pamphlet #7 was discussed which listed the RAP projects in existence as of 6/1/02.  Rich Zamora indicated that since that time 2 to 3 other projects have been constructed in Region 2.  Other projects have also been constructed in other CDOT regions.

· Condition 1.A will include the addition of “and narrative”, following “...schematic diagram…”.  This revision will be given to Gary DeWitt, CDOT, R-4, for him to edit and return to the Task Force via Denis Donnelly.  Following concurrence by the MAC, Bill will then present the final version to the MAC (July 9) for approval.

· Condition 2:  ¾” nominal will change to “100 percent passing the 1” sieve.

· 5th Paragraph, 2nd sentence:  Add “Moving” prior to “Quality Level” and replace CP 72 with Revision of 105 and 106.

· Application of RAP Specification:  The Task Force recommended that the RAP specifications should be included on all Voids Acceptance projects.  Non-Voids Acceptance projects use of the RAP Specification will be as determined by the region materials engineer. The spec will become a Standard Special Provision with the application note stating “Use on all HMA Voids Acceptance Projects. Use on gradation acceptance projects as determined by the RME.”

· RAP location within the HMA mat:  RAP mixture with greater than 15 percent will not be allowed in the top lift of the HMA pavement.  This will be included in the CDOT Specification as a new condition #4.

· Condition 1.D. will be removed from the Specification and the language built into the conditions 1B and 1C with “… 1/1000 tons of processed RAP material” added to the end of each.

The above are the recommendations of the attending Task Force members.  Because of the concerns of the second issue listed, it was suggested that Gary DeWitt, who was unable to attend review the recommendation before it goes to the MAC for approval.

Bill Schiebel will revise the CDOT Specification and send to the Task Force for review.  He will then present to the next meeting of the MAC for their approval.

No further meetings of the Task Force were scheduled.  As RAP projects continue to be built it will be necessary to evaluate their performance.  The Task Force could then meet based on experiences gained using the Specification and the projects’ performance.
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
