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Start Date:
February 19, 2003 (Original Effort 11-12-98, Part II 11-99)

Purpose:
To improve the existing specification to allow RAP in HBP.

Key Issues:
Anticipate a single meeting in the near future of the RAP task force to address some improvements that can be made to the spec based on our pilot projects. Improvements likely to include the following:

· Further clarify the RAP QC Conditions required in condition 1.

· Change the wording in condition 2 to be clearer relative to RAP gradation restrictions.

Status:
Improvement to the RAP Specification was discussed at the December 2002 AIF meeting. Difficulty in developing and documenting the required RAP Quality Control Plan was reported from pilot RAP projects. Improvements to the existing specification were recommended and it was estimated that one task force meeting should be adequate to make improvements to the specification.

Implementation Plan:
Initial evaluation reported RAP utilized 50% of time it is allowed in the specifications. Maximum allowance is for 25% RAP in the mix. Pilot projects that did use RAP used a maximum of 15% in the mix. Task Force to discuss continuing Pilot projects: past guidance was for up to 4 projects per Region per year.
