Pavement Smoothness Taskforce

A Taskforce of is working to implement the use of a profilometer to measure pavement smoothness in Colorado. The Taskforce is made up of personnel from CDOT and the Asphalt and Concrete Paving industries.

It is intended that CDOT will purchase and operate the profilometer to make all quality assurance (Acceptance) smoothness measurements on Colorado’s asphalt and concrete pavements. Pavement smoothness will be measured in units called the International Roughness Index (IRI). Preliminary implementation plans call for data gathered “For Information Only” during the 03 construction season. A small number of “Pilot” projects will use the profilometer during the 04 season and implement the profilometer program wide during 05.

CDOT has prepared and the Taskforce has reviewed a set of specifications for the purchase of the profilometer. The budget item will be considered next week and if we receive the expected approval we will issue a Request for Proposal (RFP) within two weeks.
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
