2025 Local Agency Pavement Condition 
and Funding Summary Data Available
CAPA has published the 2025 Local Agency Summary Pavement Condition 
Report and it is available to download from the CAPA website.  Across 
the state there are 88,000 lane miles of asphalt and local agencies are 
responsible for funding and maintaining 74% of that network (over 66,000 
lane miles).  Over one hundred agencies have now provided street funding 
and condition data in the 2025 edition.  Agency feedback has been very 
responsive “Thanks for taking the time to compile all of this information, it is 
very useful”…“Thanks for sharing other agencies responses so we can see 
where we are”…“Thank you for continuing to put this together, it is a great 
tool to share with our Elected Officials”.  

Of the 20 agencies that reported both 2024 and 2025 
data, 55% reported the same or a decrease in their 
streets budget (-$48.8M) and 45% reported an increase 
(+$20.2M).  Budget data also indicates that Capital 
Improvement Project spending is slightly up, Mill & Overlay 
programs are slightly down (-2%) and Maintenance 
Programs have also decreased.  Agencies are reporting 
that over $434M has been budgeted for 2025 Annual 
Street Improvement Programs with an additional $437M in 
Capital Projects…that’s a total of over $871M being spent 
by Local Agencies this year on streets and infrastructure 
across Colorado.

Creating WINS with Increased Funding for Streets & Roads

For many years, the focus of the Colorado Asphalt 
Pavement Association (CAPA) has been to support asphalt 
users in the proper design, construction and maintenance 
of asphalt pavements.  One crucial reality was the fact 
that nearly every governmental agency lacked adequate 
funding to properly maintain the condition of their road 
network.  To address this challenge and recognize that 
nearly 40% of the 9-million-ton asphalt market in Colorado 
are city and county pavements, we expanded our 
advocacy to include guidance on pavement management 
and asset management.
  
A key focus of Mike Skinner, P.E. CAE, Director of 
Engineering at CAPA, is to support cities and counties 
throughout the state in making the case to increase 
funding to maintain and improve the condition of streets 
and roads. Mike stated, “Increased funding for streets 
and roads is a win-win-win for all involved. The citizens 
win with smoother, safer roads that are often tied to the 
mantra “No More Potholes.” The local governments win by 
improving the street network and being able to stretch the 
taxpayer dollars by improving streets in fair condition for 
much less than rebuilding them when they or need to be 
reconstructed.  The industry wins by having more tons to 
pave and putting their crews to work.” 
   
As an association, we have helped a number of agencies 
over the years.  This includes tax measures in the City of 
Greeley, Grand Junction, Denver, Littleton, Canon City, 
Colorado Springs, and the City of Fort Morgan to name a 
few.  We have provided funding resources to community 

advocacy groups to implement voter outreach campaigns 
and have provided stakeholder input into best practices 
for success. 
 
The November 2024 election saw four local agencies in 
Colorado receive voter approval for street/road funding 
measures.  This includes the City of Colorado Springs, 
the City of Greeley, Arapahoe County, and Jefferson 
County.  Each agency had voter outreach and education 
campaigns.  Two agencies that failed in voter approval for 
street/road funding, namely, Larimer County and Mesa 
County, did not have voter outreach campaigns.  

The asphalt industry of Colorado through CAPA 
understands the benefit of educating agencies and 
consultants on the principles of pavement management 
(keeping the good roads good) and the value of asset 
management (spend a dollar today to prevent spending 
$10 dollars tomorrow).  In 2025, we are launching a 
Local Agency Streets/Roads Funding Initiative to support 
asphalt users throughout the state to create WINS through 
increased funding for streets and roads.

Pueblo Airport Runway 8R-26L
Contractor:  Pyramid Construction

This $9.7 Million project included 
approximately 36,000 tons of asphalt 
material, included variable depth milling 
to correct runway profile issues and 3” 
asphalt overlay of Runway 8R-26L and 
connecting taxiways.  Additional work 
items included grooving, pavement 
markings, removal of Taxiway A2, 
earthwork, airfield LED lighting and 
signage replacements and improvements, 
and a new airfield lighting control and 
monitoring system.  During asphalt 
paving operations, echelon paving was 
performed and nearly 4,000 tons of HMA 
was placed in a single shift.

The Harmony Road section of this $6.6 M project 
consisted of 2.5” mill and overlay, utility adjustments, 
and restriping with 23,000 tons for a 2.2- mile section 
between Timberline Rd. and I-25. Most of this work 
was completed during the day with the intersection of 
Timberline and Harmony requiring a full closure over 
the weekend of May 31st. A “racetrack” approach of 
milling and paving allowed paving to be condensed 
into 21 working days with continuous operations 
throughout the mainline paving process. A minimum 
of 1 through lane of traffic was maintained to ensure 
business and local access.

CATEGORY - SMALL CONTRACTOR PAVING:
Happy Canyon Road Improvements
Contractor: Elite Surface Infrastructure
Owner/Agency: The City of Castle Pines

This $3.6 M project on Happy Canyon Road in-
cluded roadway improvements and a new round-
about.  3 lifts of asphalt were specified including 
a surface course of stone matrix asphalt.  The 
project was completed 20 days ahead of a fixed 
completion deadline to avoid traffic impact to the 
BMW Championship Golf Tournament.  

In the award nomination, the City of Castle Pines 
commented, “The top layer of Stone Mastic 
Asphalt (SMA), was particularly challenging in the 
context of a roundabout with its complex shapes 
and transitions, was completed to a high stan-
dard. All density, joint, and other asphalt related 
tests passed, resulting in a high-quality project 
that met the City’s expectations.  

The nomination also stated, “the City of Castle 
Pines is deeply grateful for ESI’s ability to navi-
gate the challenges of this project while maintain-
ing focus, fostering a respectful work environ-
ment, and delivering a superior product. Their 
commitment to quality and efficiency ensured the 
success of this high-profile project.”

CATEGORY - URBAN HIGHWAY RESURFACING:
I-25 Pueblo Resurfacing
Contractor; Contractor: Martin Marietta, 
Colorado Springs/ Pueblo 
Owner/ Agency CDOT Region 2

This $15.8 M project on I-25 in Pueblo 
consisted of milling, leveling course and 
asphalt overlay with 58,000 tons of HMA.  

A key to success of the project was Martin 
Marietta partnering with CDOT to implement 
a milling and paving plan that minimized 
milled surface exposure, reducing hazards 
such as lips, drop-offs for motorcycles, and 
water ponding.  Martin Marietta adopted 
a sequential milling and paving process 
that completed milling and paving of each 
lane within 4-5 days, well ahead of the 10-
day specification.  Maintaining consistent 
edge control, particularly on curves, was a 
challenge, requiring full-time supervision.

Mat density achieved a Quality Level of 
100% with a Quality Level for joint density 
using the new spec at 80%.

This $5.7M project covered 212 lane miles and included crack 
seal, mastic, asphalt patching, asphalt crack patching, chipseal, 
slurry seal, micro surfacing, cape seal, and striping. Contract 
time was 120 days, but A-1 Chipseal completed the project 
ahead of schedule in 106 days and produced a quality product 
without significant community impact.

Key contributors included Suncor Energy – supplier emulsion, 
and Trinity Traffic Control and Road Safe Traffic Systems.

Note: this is the 4th year in a row that A-1 Chipseal has won 
this same award and the second year in a row with the El 
Paso County Surface Treatment Program.

I-25 Midway Resurfacing
Contractor: Martin Marietta, Colorado 
Springs/ Pueblo
Owner/Agency: CDOT Region 2

This $9.5 million project consisted of a 2.5-
inch mill and pavement overlay, adhering to a 
5 day milled surface coverage specification.  
Approximately 39,000 tons of asphalt were 
placed on the project. Additional project scope 
included striping, minor bridge repairs, guardrail 
repairs, wildlife fence and gate repairs, as well 
as installation of traffic monitoring loops. 
  
Martin Marietta partnered with CDOT Region 
2 to implement a milling and paving plan 
that minimized milled surface exposure. A 
sequential milling and paving process was 
adopted that completed milling and paving of 
each lane within 4-5 days, well ahead of the 10-
day specification. Maintaining consistent edge 
control, particularly on curves, was a challenge, 
requiring full-time supervision.

Brannan was been awarded the 1st place CCA ICE award in the 
category of Private Owner Project Under $6M, for their Costco 
Wholesale Distribution Center project in Aurora, CO. This project 
included the paving scope of the 2021/2022 expansion of Costco’s 
Distribution Center in Aurora. 8.5” of hot mix asphalt was installed 
in three lifts using two lower lifts at 3-inch thick each, and a 2.5-inc 
top lift. Customized mix designs were produced from scratch for this 
project to adhere to Costco’s asphalt specifi cations.
 
Excellent coordination from the GC, Southeast Industrial, was taken 
on this project to keep Costco’s facility open and running the entire 
length of the expansion. This included managing Costco’s site truck 
shipments and subcontractors to ultimately execute an aggressive 
construction schedule resulting in a high quality fi nished product. 
This project was delivered on time, including paving through winter 
conditions while taking special care for temperature specifi cations. 
The use of a Warm Mix Additive, Evotherm M1, to asphalt mixes 
was critical on this project to achieve quality compaction at the lower 
ambient paving temperatures. 

 
The Costco Distribution Center in Aurora was fi nalized after the 
General Contractor installed three separate vertical expansions, 
and Brannan Sand & Gravel paved over 40,000 tons of asphalt.
